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Each story is written as a parable: simple narrative,
layered meaning, and a brief pastoral/doctrinal
reflection tying it back to Apostolic Pentecostal
truth (Acts 2:38, baptism in Jesus’ Name, Holy
Ghost with the evidence of speaking in tongues,
holiness, sonship). Use them as sermon illustrations,
devotional prompts, or teaching vignettes.

FABLES AND TALES
1. The Young Eagle and the Thermals

A fledgling watched elders wheel far above the crags
and wished only to be like them. An old eagle nudged
the fledgling to the cliff’s lip. Fright seized the young
bird, but the elder called, “Do not flap to reach the
wind; wait for the wind to lift you.” The fledgling
trembled, prayed to the Maker of winds, and risked a
step. A warm current rose. The fledgling rode it and,
to its surprise, found itself above the valley. From
above, the nests below were small and the paths clear.

Meaning and pastoral note: Spiritual ascent is not
self-achieved but Spirit-borne. The “step from the
cliff” is repentance and water baptism in Jesus’ Name;
the Holy Ghost is the thermal that lifts the new birth
into the perch. Speaking in tongues is the first cry of
flight.
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2. The Stirred Nest

In a mountain hollow a nest had held three broods
for many seasons. A mother eagle, sensing stronger
winds, began to rearrange the twigs each dawn.
The chicks complained that the nest was losing its
comfort. One night she pushed at a chick until it
teetered at the edge. The chick fell, flailed — and
discovered it could steer. When it finally landed on
a high crag, it understood why the nest had been
disturbed.

Meaning and pastoral note: God disturbs routines to
make room for dependence upon Him. Sanctification
and holy disturbance prepare the prophet for

active ministry. The stirred nest corresponds to
consecration and the pruning that precedes the
baptizing wind.

3. The Eagle and the Storm

Two birds watched a storm approach. A ground-
bound bird hid beneath a bush and pecked anxiously
for seeds. The eagle rode the wind into the heart of
the storm and, in the turbulence, found an unseen
uplift that carried it farther than any gentle breeze
ever could. When the storm subsided, the eagle had
discovered a new horizon.



Meaning and pastoral note: Trials are not only
hazards — they can be promotions. The prophet
learns to use trial-winds as thermals. Night watches
and storms refine prophetic sight; the evidence of
Spirit-baptism sustains the soul through dark hours.

4. The Eagle’s Night Watch

A shepherd boy saw an eagle glide in the pale hours
and wondered why it flew when all others slept. An
old hermit told him, “At night the hills speak plain;
only those with keen ears and holy lamps can hear.
The eagle’s flight is its listening.” The boy learned to
sit in the hush until his own heart heard the Word.

Meaning and pastoral note: Night prayer, tongues,
and fasting open realms where God speaks in secret.
The prophet’s perch is often entered in darkness,
where the ear is opened and revelation descends.

5. The Molting Dove

An eagle fell into a long season of silence. Feathers
loosened; flesh ached. Villagers thought it had lost its
power. Yet the eagle spent months hidden, tendered
by a patient God. When new feathers emerged they
were stronger, sleeker, resistant to ice. The eagle
reappeared not diminished but renewed and higher
than before.
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Meaning and pastoral note: Seasons of silence and
apparent inactivity are necessary for renewal. Molting
is an incubation of the spirit. Scripture’s waiting
produces fresh strength (Isaiah 40:31).

6. The Vulture at the Banquet

A vulture circled above a battlefield and mocked the
eagle, who soared toward the dawn. “Why hunt for
life?” the vulture asked. “Feast on what the storm
leaves behind.” The eagle answered, “I will not live
off death. My beak is for the living word, my wings
for the living wind.” The vulture stayed, always near
death; the eagle found pasture where fields were
sown and tended by hands that sowed life.

Meaning and pastoral note: Distinguish voices that
feed on controversy and decay from those who
bring living revelation rooted in communion. The
true prophetic word builds and births; false words
scavenge.

POETIC INSIGHTS / MEDITATIONS
Night Flight

When the valley keeps its breath and the world is thin
with hush,
I step from the cliff of the self and let the Holy Ghost
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be wind.

Tongues are the compass, prayer is the wing;

in darkness I rise, not by sight but by Spirit’s stirring.
The perch is not a throne of applause but a pilot’s
hush,

and in that hush I hear the Father’s voice call my
name.

The Molting

There are seasons God will unmake me piece by

piece,

not to break but to hollow room for what is more.
Silence strips the brittle from my soul;

in the slow mending, feathers knit like covenant.

When I fly again, my shadow will be lighter,

and storms will be under my feet.

The Perch (short)

Perched above fear, above the smallness of man’s
counsel,

I bend my ear to heaven’s rim.

There revelation is a lamp, tongues the lamp’s oil,
and in the wind I learn to speak what I have seen.

The Eagle’s Prayer

Breath of God, carry me higher than my striving,
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teach me the language of the hidden hours.
Give me eyes that read the coming day,

and a mouth that names what heaven says.
Not for vanity, Lord, but for Your Bride;

let my wings be Yours, my perch Your throne.

USAGE AND APPLICATION

e Preaching: Use a fable at the opening of a sermon
to illustrate a doctrinal point (e.g., start Chapter 2
with “The Stirred Nest”).

e Small groups: Read a fable, pause for 2-3 minutes
of silent prayer, then ask: Where have I resisted being
pushed? What nest must God disturb in me?

e Devotional: Use a poem for morning or midnight
worship, then journal impressions during tongues
prayer.

e Children’s ministry: Simplify the tales into 1-2
minute stories and close with a short prayer of
repentance and asking for the Holy Ghost.

A FINAL CHARGE

Every parable here points back to the same core:

the perch is produced by covenant — repentance,
water baptism in Jesus’ Name, and the baptism of the
Holy Ghost with the evidence of speaking in tongues.
The tales are not substitutes for doctrine; they are
windows that let hearts see the truth in image and
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echo. Use them humbly, always tethered to Scripture
and apostolic pentecostal order.
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
