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Introduction

My booklet explores the life-transforming connection 
between the spirit of faith, the baptism in the Holy 
Ghost and fire, speaking in tongues is the evidence 
of the Baptism in the Holy Ghost and fire, and the 
spoken word / spirit of faith — the “seed” that brings 
spiritual fruit. Its aim is practical and devotional: to 
help you understand the scriptural basis and to give 
simple steps for walking in a life of spoken faith, 
knowing that “death and life are in the power of the 
tongue” (Prov. 18:21).

Chapter 1 — The Spirit of Faith 
(2 Corinthians 4:13)

Paul declares, “We having the same spirit of faith… 
I believed, and therefore have I spoken; we also 
believe, and therefore speak.” (2 Cor. 4:13) The 
spirit of faith is not merely an inner conviction but a 
living power that finds its outlet in confession. Faith 
and speech are joined: believing and speaking are 
two sides of the same spiritual action. When faith is 
alive within you, it will move your mouth to release 
the word that brings change. The spirit of faith is 
the baptism in the Holy Ghost with the evidence of 
speaking in tongues, this gives you power to speak in 
the spirit of faith. The Holy Ghost kind of faith. 
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Chapter 2 — Baptism in the Holy Ghost and Fire 
with the Evidence of Speaking in Tongues

Gives you the power to speak boldly in the spirit of faith, 
the word of faith, and the source of the spirit of faith.

Jesus promised power through the baptism in the 
Holy Ghost and fire with the evidence of speaking 
tongues which is essential to be born of the spirit and 
baptized in water in Jesus Name only; is to be born of 
the water (Acts 2:38, Acts 1:8). John the Baptist spoke 
of baptism in the Holy Ghost and fire (Matt. 3:11). 
The baptism of the Holy Ghost fills and empowers 
believers, bringing boldness, spiritual sensitivity, 
and spiritual giftings. In the New Testament, this 
baptism is always accompanied by the initial sign of 
speaking in tongues (Acts 2:4; 10:44–46; 19:6). The 
gift of the Holy Ghost fuels the spirit of faith — it is 
the wellspring from which confident confession and 
spiritual fruit flow.

Chapter 3 — Tongues is the Evidence and an 
Instrument of Faith

Speaking in tongues is often the outward evidence 
that the Holy Spirit has been poured out in power for 
the believer. Tongues ser ve multiple purposes:

• Personal prayer language to edify your spirit (1 Cor. 
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14:4).
• A sign to you and to others that the Spirit is 
present.
• A training ground where your spirit is strengthened 
and faith is built.

When your spirit is strengthened in tongues, your 
natural mouth is empowered to confess God’s 
promises with greater authority.

Chapter 4 — The Word of Faith: 
Hearing, Believing, and Speaking 

(Romans 10:8–10, 17)

Romans teaches the vital link between hearing, 
believing, confessing, and receiving: “With the hear t 
man believes…and with the mouth confession is 
made” (Rom. 10:10). Faith comes by hearing the Word 
of God (Rom. 10:17), and the “word of faith” functions 
both as the promise you hear and the confession you 
speak. When you speak God’s Word in faith, you align 
your mouth with the seed of promise planted in your 
hear t and release God’s life into your situation.

Chapter 5 — The Spoken Seed 
and the Incorruptible Seed 

(1 Peter 1:23–25)

Peter teaches that we are born again by the living and 
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abiding Word of God — an incorruptible seed (1 Pet. 
1:23–25). The spoken seed is how believers often sow 
that life into circumstances. When you speak God’s 
promises in faith, you are releasing incorruptible 
life into your need. Like a farmer planting seed, your 
mouth sows; God brings the har vest. The seed that is 
God’s Word does not perish — it endures and brings 
for th fruit.

Chapter 6 — The Creative Power of the Tongue 
(Proverbs 18:21)

“Death and life are in the power of the tongue, and 
those who love it will eat its fruit” (Prov. 18:21). Our 
words carr y creative authority by the Spirit. Through 
the spirit of faith, the words we speak can release life 
into sickness, lack, doubt, and hopeless situations. 
Conversely, ungodly words can release death, defeat, 
and confusion. Recognizing the creative power of the 
tongue calls us to speak deliberately: to confess God’s 
promises, to declare life, and to steward our speech in 
alignment with Scripture.

Chapter 7 — Practical Steps: 
Speaking the Word of Faith

1. Seek the Spirit: Ask God for the baptism in the 
Holy Ghost and fire with the evidence of speaking in 
tongues. Pray for an increase of the spirit of faith.
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2. Hear and Feed: Read and meditate on Scriptures 
that speak to your need. Let God’s promises dwell 
richly in you (Rom. 10:17).

3. Build Your Spirit: If you have received the Holy 
Ghost with the evidence of speaking in tongues, use 
them daily to edify your spirit (1 Cor. 14:4). This 
strengthens inner faith.

4. Speak the Seed: Confess Scripture-based 
declarations aloud as present realities, not as wishes. 
Use first-person, present-tense statements rooted in 
God’s Word.

5. Persist with Thanksgiving: Keep sowing the spoken 
seed with thankfulness and expectation. Faith often 
perseveres until the promise manifests.

6. Test by Scripture and Love: Make sure your 
confessions align with God’s revealed will and are 
spoken in humility and love.

7. Watch and Give Thanks: Expect God to move, look 
for His answers, and give thanks for what He has 
done — this reinforces faith and testimony.

• Healing: “By the stripes of Jesus I am healed. My 
body functions as God designed. I receive health now 
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in Jesus’ name.”
• Provision: “My God supplies all my needs according 
to His riches in glor y by Christ Jesus. I receive 
provision now.”
• Peace and Freedom: “I am free from fear and 
anxiety. The peace of God guards my hear t and mind 
in Christ Jesus.”
• Using Tongues to Build Faith: Spend 5–20 minutes 
in prayer language, then declare a Scripture aloud 
that matches your need (e.g., Psalm 103:2–3; 
Philippians 4:19).

Chapter 9 — A 7-Day Practice Plan to 
Activate the Spoken Seed

Day 1: Seek — Pray for the baptism and for a fresh 
spirit of faith (10–20 minutes).

Day 2: Hear — Read Romans 10 and 2 Corinthians 4. 
Journal the promises you receive (15–30 minutes).

Day 3: Build — Spend 10–15 minutes in tongues, then 
declare one promise aloud 10 times.

Day 4: Sow — Speak specific confessions for a current 
need three times a day.

Day 5: Persist — Continue tongues and confessions; 
record any impressions or small answers.
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Day 6: Thank — Of fer worship and thanksgiving for 
what you’ve received and for what is coming.

Day 7: Testify — Share a shor t testimony with 
someone about what God is doing or what you believe 
He will do.

Closing Encouragement

The spirit of faith is a present, active gift. It is 
strengthened by the baptism in the Holy Ghost and 
fire, often witnessed by tongues, and expressed 
through the spoken word of faith. Remember: the 
tongue is power ful — it releases life or death. Let 
your words be life-giving. Sow the incorruptible 
seed of God’s Word with boldness, persistence, and 
thanksgiving, and expect God to bring for th the 
har vest.
